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Stickney has been involved with and very much interested in GCOSS and ocean observing, in general, particularly from the standpoint of outreach and education – two of the three legs of the Sea Grant stool (the third being research). He sees the need for user input into observing systems to ensure that the data collected will meet user needs. He also recognizes that potential stakeholders are often unfamiliar with which of their needs could be met through the collection of ocean observations and views the outreach and education components of GCOOS as being the mechanism through which the stakeholders will obtain that familiarity. The two way information transfer that needs to be established is seen as critical to the success of the GCOOS program and its funding. Further, he recognizes the potential value of GCOOS data to researchers who might be funded by Texas Sea Grant and the other Gulf of Mexico Sea Grant Programs.
